Awards are presented to children during Friday afternoon assembly. If your child is to
receive an award you will be invited to attend.

Parents and
family are all invited. During the Summer term sports day will be arranged for all
children to take part in; this is weather dependent.

Communication

It is essential that the academy has up to date contact details for your child in
case of illness or emergency.

If your child is poorly and cannot attend, please call as soon as possible (before 9am) on
0113 212 7100, to give a reason for your child’s absence. The academy operates a ‘first
day response system’ where parents will be contacted if their child is absent and a
message has not been received.

Personal Belongings

Please do not allow your child to bring anything valuable into school. Anything brought
in is at the owner's risk. If it is for a particular purpose, please ask the class teacher to
lock items away for security.
